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to become lost and they can easily freeze to death.  
What can you do to keep your pet safer in the 
cold weather?  
While many pets are bred for cold weather (i.e. 
Saint Bernard's, Huskies and some long hair cats), 
some are not (i.e. Grey Hounds and some short or 
hairless cats). Determine the special needs of your 
pet. Warm weather dogs should only be let 
outside on cold days for as long as they need to 
go, or put in winter jackets if possible. House cats 
should never be allowed to run free.  Remember, 
the smaller an animal is, the faster it gets cold.

According to the ASPCA (www.aspca.org) there 
are several other guidelines that you should follow 
to keep your pet safe in the cold weather. 

1. Keep your cat inside. Outdoors, felines can 
freeze, become lost or be stolen, injured or 
killed. Cats who are allowed to stray are 
exposed to infectious diseases, including 
rabies, from other cats, dogs and wildlife.  

2. During the winter, outdoor cats sometimes 
sleep under the hoods of cars. When the 
motor is started, the cat can be injured or   

   

3. Make sure your companion animal has a 
warm place to sleep, off the floor and away 
from all drafts. A cozy dog or cat bed with a 
warm blanket or pillow is perfect.

 Many of us have fond memories of bringing home 
the perfect Christmas tree and decorating the house 
with family.  But these icons of holiday times can 
hold numerous dangers for your pet.  Keep them 
safe by making the Christmas Tree and all 
decorations a no-go zone for your pets. 

¶ Many people put chemicals in the water of 
their Christmas tree hoping to keep its 
needles longer and extend its indoor life, 
but these chemicals are usually ineffective 
and are often dangerous, even deadly, to 
your pet when they drink the water.  Play it 
safe and put plain water in your Christmas 
tree stand, or if you really must, a little 
sugar water.   

¶ Natural doesnõt mean safe.  Many people 
decorate their home with plants and 
ònaturaló decorations, thinking that they are 
keeping the family and pets safe, but that 
may not be the case.   

o Mistletoe can cause erratic behavior, 

Beware Holiday Dangersé 

With the holiday season brings many new faces, 
guests and pet sitters into your home. Each time 
guests enter your home pets are exposed to new 
levels of stress and excitement. With so many people 
coming and going with varying levels of experience 
with pets, there are a few rules you should establish 
in your home to make sure that everyone stays 
happy, healthy, and safe during the holiday season. 
 

1. Work on door greetings BEFORE the party 
- There are more people and pets in the 
streets and yards and lots of great smells 
that pets naturally love to investigate! All it 
takes is an unfocused moment when you turn 
your head to greet someone and then it

gastrointestinal disorders and 

cardiovascular collapse.  Make sure to 

hang it well out of reach of children and 

pets.  

o Holly has been known to cause intense 

vomiting and diarrhea as well as 

depression if ingested. The leaves can 

also cause lacerations to the esophagus 

and stomach if ingested.  Holly is best 

used in wreaths and the like that hang 

on or above doors, well out of your petsô 

and childrenôs reach. 

o Amaryllis and all types of lilies should 

be kept out of reach of both pets and 

children. Even small amounts of lilies 
can cause kidney failure in cats in less 

than 48 hours.  
o But there is some good news.  Contrary 

to popular belief, Poinsettias are not 
toxic and can be considered a safe plant 
for the holidays. 

¶ Tinsel and pets simply do not mix!  Do 
NOT use tinsel anywhere in a house 
where you have pets.  Pets pull the 
tinsel off the tree or out of holiday 
decorations and ingest it.  As the tinsel 
passes through the digestive tract, it can 
cut up the stomach and intestines like a 
knife.  It can also get wrapped around or 
stuck inside the intestines, requiring 
veterinarian intervention. 

¶ Large, colorful ornaments, especially 
red ones, can easily be mistaken for 
fetching toys, causing dogs to bite into 
glass bulbs.  These pieces of glass can 
slice up your petõs mouth, paws, 
digestive tract and cause extensive, 
perhaps even deadly, injuries.  
Throughout the area your pet will be in 
the holiday season, remove any 
breakable decorations (glass, wire) and 
keep your pets away from the tree.  

¶ The holidays can be chew-tastic for your 
pets.  Many pets enjoy a good chew toy 
every now and then, but the holidays 
bring a wealth of choices into the home, 
many of which are NOT safe for your 
pets.  Cover electrical cords and lights 
so pets won't chew on them and get 
electrocuted. Artificial snow can be 
pretty to look at, but is toxic once 
ingested.  

¶ Think before you decorate your pet.  As 
cute as pets look with ribbons and bows 
on their collar, they can easily be choked 
if the ribbon becomes entangled. Rubber 

happens.   Train your dog to sit and wait 
at a specified location when guests come 
to the door.  This will prevent an escape 
and keep them from accidentally knocking 
any goodies out of your guestsõ hands. 
 

2. Keep a Closer Eye on Your Pets ð For 
even the most impeccably trained pet, 
there are so many more temptations for 
your pet from excitement in the 
neighborõs yard to cookies or dinner left 
on the counter to cool.  Donõt assume 
since your pet has behaved well in the 
past that you can trust them around food 
or situations that might be dangerous for 
them. 
 

3. Tell The Guests, and Especially the 
Children, the Rules for Your Pet -what 
rooms they are or are not allowed, not to 
feed the pet scraps (if ten guests feed a 30 
lb dog two scraps, you could have a very 
sick dog), and other rules of the house. Do 
not let children harass them.  What might

Be Prepared When Disaster Strikes

Did you know that September and October are the 
most common months for hurricane, tornados, fires 
and floods?  Planning ahead is the key to keeping 
yourself and your companion animals safe during a 
disaster. Be sure that you are prepared to protect your 
pets from the possibly devastating effects of a natural 
disaster.  What can you do? Follow these tips to reduce 
the risk to your companion animals during disasters: 

1. No matter what happens, take your pets with 
you!  Odd are that your pets will not be safe if 
left at home if you are ordered to evacuate.  
Since Hurricane Katrina most shelters and 
rescue organizations realized that people are 
unwilling to leave their pets behind when 
disaster strikes.  Most states and municipalities 
have disaster plans that include how to 

evacuate people AND their pets and many 
shelters now accept pets and their owners. 

2. Make sure your pet has proper ID & license 
and is microchipped in the event that you are 
separated during the rescue effort. Keep several 
ŎǳǊǊŜƴǘ ǇƘƻƴŜ ƴǳƳōŜǊǎ ƻƴ ȅƻǳǊ ŀƴƛƳŀƭΩǎ 
identification tag. Identification on indoor-only 
cats is especially important. If your home is 
damaged during a disaster, they could easily 
escape.  Be sure to keep the microchip 
registration up-to-date, and include at least one 
emergency number of a friend or relative who 
resides out of your immediate area. 

3. Make sure that you have a pet crate or carrier

The 
animal has died from starvation or loneliness. By 
locking that door and walking away, you are 
abandoning an animal that has been a part of your 
family. Do you live next to a foreclosed house, 
apartment dwellers moved; please try to determine if 
there is an animal involved. Call the authorities or the 
apartment manager, if you assume a pet has been left 
behind.  
Give the pet a chance for survival. Run an ad in your 
local paper seeking to find a good home for your pet.

4. Donõt assume that all of your 
guests are as comfortable  
with your pet and their  
behaviors as you are.  While  
you may like your pet jumping up and planting a big 
sloppy kiss when you come in your door or sitting in 
your lap on the couch, many of your guests might not.  
Always ask guests before inviting them in if they mind 
the animal being loose.  If a guest seems uncomfortable 
with your petõs behavior immediately redirect your pet 
to a more appropriate behavior.  
 

5. Do Not Ignore Your Pet -With the hustle and bustle of 
the holidays, pets become stressed, this is a time for 
extra attention. Take time every hour to stop and say 
hello! Do not forget to walk them, let them out, feed 
them, and change the litter box or other daily routines.  
Keeping to as many of their daily routines as usual will 
help limit their stress as much as possible.  If your pet 
seems overly stressed, make sure they have a quiet place 
they can retreat to to escape all of the festivities until 
they are calmer. 
 

6. Get your pet used to the kennel or pet sitter BEFORE 
the holiday trip you have planned.  It is not unusual for a 
pet to not eat or become ill when their owner goes away 
for the first time.  If you normally go away for the 
holiday season, plan on getting your pet used to the 
kennel or pet sitter who will be caring for your pet well 
in advance of your planned trip to limit your petõs stress.  
Schedule several brief visits to the kennel or with the pet 
sitter to get your pet used to the people who will be 
caring for them and the situation in which they will be 
staying.  This will help them realize that youõre going 
away is not the end of the world.

or killed by the fan belt. If there are outdoor cats in your 
area, bang loudly on the car hood before starting the engine 
to give the cat a chance to escape.  

3. Never let your dog off the leash on snow or ice, especially 
during a snowstormñdogs can lose their scent and easily 
become lost. More dogs are lost during the winter than 
during any other season, so make sure yours always wears 
ID tags.  

4. Thoroughly wipe off your dog's legs and stomach when he 
comes in out of the sleet, snow or ice. He can ingest salt, 
antifreeze or other potentially dangerous chemicals while 
licking his paws and his paw pads may also bleed from snow 
or encrusted ice.  

5. Never shave your dog down to the skin in winter, as a longer 
coat will provide more warmth. When you bathe your dog in 
the colder months, be sure to completely dry him before 
taking him out for a walk. Own a short-haired breed? 
Consider getting him a coat or sweater with a high collar or 
turtleneck with coverage from the base of the tail to the 
belly. For many dogs, this is regulation winter wear.  

6. Never leave your dog or cat alone in a car during cold 
weather. A car can act as a refrigerator in the winter, holding 
in the cold and causing the animal to freeze to death.  

7. Puppies do not tolerate the cold as well as adult dogs, and 
may be difficult to housebreak during the winter. If your 
puppy appears to be sensitive to the weather, you may opt to 
paper-train him inside. If your dog is sensitive to the cold due 
to age, illness or breed type, take him outdoors only to 
relieve himself.  

8. Does your dog spend a lot of time engaged in outdoor 
activities? Increase his supply of food, particularly protein, to 
keep himñand his furñin tip-top shape.  

9. Like coolant, antifreeze is a lethal poison for dogs and cats. 
Be sure to thoroughly clean up any spills from your vehicle, 
and consider using products that contain propylene glycol 
rather than ethylene glycol. Visit the ASPCA Animal Poison 
Control Center at http://www.aspca.org/pet-care/poison-
control/  for more information.  

10. Make sure your companion animal has a warm place to sleep, 
off the floor and away from all drafts. A cozy dog or cat bed 
with a warm blanket or pillow is perfect.  
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
